Minor Site Plan
Attorney, Steve Tombalakian of Weiner Law Group, was present to represent the Applicant for a seasonal beer garden in the shared courtyard area of 7 Sylvan Way and 8 Campus Drive.  
Witness, Tom Golden, Vice President of Development for Mack Cali, testified that a patio will be constructed over an existing fountain located in the center of the courtyard.  The patio will hold tables and chairs and will be surrounded by railing.  It will be accessed by existing walkways with two ramps that lead to the patio. Two trailers will sit on levelers will be located on the lawn next to the fountain and will sell beer and simple foods.  A pizza oven is also proposed.  Due to the sale of alcohol, the Applicant must be approved by and adhere to the rules of ABC.  Mack Cali employees will stand at entrances and check patron ID’s.  Hours of operation will be from 5:00 PM to 10:00 PM weekdays and 12:00 PM to 10:00 PM weekends, April 1st through October 31st.  A weekly farmers market is also proposed.  There will be no change to landscaping but two trees in poor health will be removed.  A future site plan application will include pavers, plantings and car charging stations.
The Board Planner summarized the request for waivers.

Witness, Tom Carmen, Landscape Architect, testified that two trees blocking the entrance of 7 Sylvan Way will be removed.  
The Board asked that new trees be planted to replace the cut one and provide a structure detail plan for the patio.

At this time there are no plans to advertise the beer garden but a sign will be installed indicating where to find the restrooms.  Tables and umbrellas will be stored in one of the office buildings, waste receptacles will be on site and water & electric will come from the office building feed.

The Board asked for the size of the pizza oven; if there will be music; if utensils, plates and cups will be provided; what number of people can fit on the patio; about security and if the beer garden will be open to the public.  It was also asked if there would be festivals, if the beer garden would be rented out for private events and what the source of fuel will be used for the pizza.
The Board Engineer confirmed that there is a public restroom located in 7 Sylvan Way and asked for a stone dust path be installed leading to the trailers.
Vice-Chairman Von Achen opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to ask question of the Witness.

Vice-Chairman Von Achen opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to speak.
Mr. Mele made a motion to approve the application subject to the BFJ Planning report dated March 29, 2019; Keller & Kirkpatrick report dated March 28, 2019; report of Fire District 6 dated march 14, 2019 and the report of the Township Forester dated March 20, 2019; further subject to tree replacement for each tree removed, waste receptacles added to the plans, revised plans with paths added to the trailers and detail of the pizza concession.  Second by Mr. Aperawic.
