Vice-President Fox advised the public that the joint meeting with the Board of Education
regarding the defeated school budget is scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, May 13, 2010 at
Parsippany High School. He indicated that the Council hired a professional accountant to review
the school budget who was given instructions to recommend possible cuts to the Council without
damaging any programs that would hurt children. This individual advised the Council that the
Board of Education did a substantial job; there may not be a lot that the Council can cut, but it
will cut something. Vice-President Fox indicated that Council Members have been deluged with
emails, phone calls, etc. about not cutting full-time kindergarten. He asked the public to
understand that the Council does not cut programs, it cuts dollars. The Superintendent and the
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Board of Education cut the programs; concerns should be addressed with the Superintendent or
Board.

Highlands Plan Conformance/COAH (5/10) Present to discuss this matter: Ed Snieckus
(Planning Consultant with Burgis Associates, Professional Planners)

Mr. Snieckus explained that, at this time, the Township is looking at how Highlands Plan
Conformance would affect Parsippany’s affordable housing requirement. He advised that
Parsippany has an affordable housing requirement based on COAH’s Third Round Rules and,
under these rules, there is an allocation that COAH calculates for each municipality – Parsippany
has been given the daunting number, based on what COAH projects as residential and
nonresidential growth, of 1,744 affordable units. This is an unworkable number and the
Township has been looking at various ways to address this. Additionally, the State has also
been reviewing ways to address this issue via Senate Bill S-1 and the Governor’s Housing Task
Force. Additionally, the Appellate Division is hearing over twenty lawsuits that challenge the
current Third Round Regulations from either a developer’s approach or a municipality’s
approach. As a result, per Mr. Snieckus, there is a great degree of uncertainty as to what
regulations Parsippany should be working with as we try to establish a Housing Plan. Under the
Highlands Regional Master Plan, there is the ability for the Township to arrive at a more realistic
number of affordable units for the Township. In studies performed, the actual need number
drops from 1,744 units down to 274 units, a significant difference between to the two plans. Mr.
Snieckus explained that if the Township does not go with a Highlands Master Plan approach
review, we are looking at 1,744 affordable units. Obviously, per Mr. Snieckus, the 274 unit
obligation is much more workable and attainable for the Township. The uncertainty in the
regulations has led us to a point where we are looking at a deadline of June 8, 2010 for
submitting either compliance or noncompliance with the Highlands Master Plan. Mr. Snieckus
further explained that the Township would actually “seek” compliance by showing the Highlands
that we are looking to comply with its Master Plan, but this step would not be the Township’s
final step, which would be taken at a later date after additional review. The Council has time, up
to that final step, to “opt out” of this process.

Mr. Inglesino clarified that the June 8th deadline is the deadline to submit an affordable housing
plan. If this is not done, the Township is susceptible to the Builders’ Remedy. The impact of
total development would be five times 1,744, over 5,000 total units (affordable and market rate)
in the Township, if an affordable housing plan is not submitted or if Highlands Conformance is
not pursued. If Conformance is pursued, the benefit to Parsippany is that the development
potential of residential units would be drastically reduced from over 5,000 to approximately 600
to 700 units. By going the route of Highlands Conformance at this particular time, the Township
would drastically reduce the potential for massive residential development in the community.
The State did this as a way to encourage municipalities to participate in the Highlands process.

Mr. Snieckus reiterated that the Township could “opt out” at a later date. He anticipates that,
with the regulatory changes that may come in the near future as to affordable housing
requirements, the Township will then have another chance to reevaluate the matter.
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Mr. dePierro stated that he has no desire to join the Highlands Master Plan, noting that he has
consistently opposed this. He would like Parsippany to remain a “planning area.” He asked who
will advise the Council of the deadline to withdraw. Mr. Snieckus advised that his firm will
monitor this.

Mr. Inglesino explained that if the Council does not proceed as suggested by Mr. Snieckus, the
consequence would be that the Township would have the 1,744 unit affordable housing
obligation and Mr. Snieckus would have the daunting task of trying to figure out not only where
those units would go, but also where the additional 5,000 units of market housing would be built.

Concerns expressed by members of the Council were addressed by Mr. Snieckus.

Mr. Snieckus asked for the Council’s direction as to proceeding with the Planning Board relative
to Highlands Conformance – preparing a Housing Plan to address the 274 need number instead
of COAH’s established number. He asked that the Council adopt a resolution at its meeting of
May 18, 2010 that would be forwarded to the Highlands indicating that the Township is still
seeking conformance with the Highlands Master Plan. He suggested that a joint meeting with
the Planning Board be scheduled for June 3, 2010. He explained that the Fair Share Plan has to
be crafted and prepared by the Planning Board as an element of the Master Plan; the Mayor and
Council need to endorse the Plan by sending it to COAH and the Highlands for certification prior
to June 8, 2010 in order to comply with all the deadlines. The consensus of the Council was to
consider the resolution at the May 18, 2010 Regular Meeting and to schedule a joint meeting
with the Planning Board for June 3, 2010.

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2010 Budget Introduction (5/10) Mayor Barberio stated that the 2010 Budget, when first
presented to the Council, included a 2.9% increase over last year’s budget. As of today, the
percentage is 1.84. The tax on the average assessed home went from an additional $141 a year to
$125 a year, which is $10.42 per month. If the Township didn’t lose the $1.4 million in State
Aid, the average increase would have been $70 a year or $5.84 per month. The Mayor stated
that he understands that times are hard, but the loss of State Aid makes it harder for
municipalities to govern. We did due diligence in creating this budget; there was not much more
to cut. To gain one tax point, 60 employees would have had to be laid off – a savings of $33 per
household on the average assessed home. To gain two points, 120 employees would need to be
laid off; with these types of layoffs we would not be able to service the Township when it comes
to sanitation, roads, etc. He indicated that he was not willing to sacrifice municipal services.

Relative to sanitation, Mr. Fox suggested the possibility of privatizing this service, noting that
we have 30 to 32 full-time employees in this Division. Mayor Barberio felt that privatizing
sanitation would not save the Township money and would, in addition, adversely affect the
services the Township provides to its residents. He indicated that he would, however, investigate
the possibility. Mr. dePierro commented that he would not be in favor of privatizing sanitation
services.

PUBLIC HEARING

Council Vice-President Fox opened the meeting to the public to speak on any topic, noting
a five-minute time limit per speaker.

Anthony Fortunato, Princess Street, expressed his view that the increase in sewer and water
rates this year is unjustified, pointing out, via a spreadsheet he provided to the members of the
Council, that usage in 2009 is in line with 2006 and 2007. There wasn’t enough revenue because
we conserved water as we were asked to do. In 2008 we had a dry summer and we used lots of
water, but rates didn’t decrease. Because we had a wet summer last year and we didn’t need to
water our lawns, we are being penalized. If this increase is not removed this year, Mr. Fortunato
questioned if it will be removed next year. He asked the Council to keep in mind that individuals
on social security did not receive increases this year. His family has lived in Parsippany since
1970; his wife and he are both retired and living on fixed incomes. There always seems to be a
raise in taxes and utilities; they cannot afford to live here anymore. Parsippany’s officials were
voted in to keep taxes down and he doesn’t see this happening.

Robert Simpson, 30 Hillsinger Road, felt that the prescription drug plan provided to Township
employees is much too costly.
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Nancy Goeller, 236 Longport Road, addressed the School Budget, specifically pointing out
that good schools equal good property values and high home sales. She urged the Council not to
cut the School Budget any further and give all children the chance for the excellent opportunity
afforded her own children.

Kimberly Kristein, 90 Fairmount Road, expressed concern about the impact of cuts on
classrooms and programs. She is heartened to hear that the Council does not intend to touch the
children with the cuts that are made. She understands that full-day kindergarten program is
costly, but she pointed out that it is an investment in our children’s future. She urged the Council
Members to consider “cost effectiveness,” not just “cost savings” when making decisions. There
are cuts that could be made that will not impact the entire foundation of our school system.

Rebecca Santana, 21 Wildwood Trail, felt that the Board of Education did a good job when it
came back with its budget, considering the numbers handed to it at the beginning of the process.
Communities start to fail when schools begin to fail; crime rates rise and young families move
out. She asked that this be considered.

George Blair, 39 Emerson Road, addressed the middle school athletic program, noting that he
has a daughter that plays both soccer and basketball for Brooklawn. She has the potential to
become a good athlete along with many other young girls at both our middle schools.
Communities that excel in athletics at the high school level do so because they have “feeder”
programs. To cut out the middle school program at this time would be cutting out a cog in the
wheel of excellence that he sees developing down the road. He noted that the Board of
Education mentioned two programs that could possibly be cut – middle school athletics and full-
day kindergarten. Mr. Blair felt both these programs are important. He implored the Council to
work with the Board to solve this dilemma.

John Marin, 300 Parsippany Road, spoke on behalf of his spouse who has been employed by
the Parsippany School System for about nine years, currently working as a teacher’s aide. He
indicated that she just received a termination notice from the Board of Education and questioned
if there is hope that some employees may be called back to work. He also asked if an employee
is rehired, whether years of service would be retained. Mr. Inglesino explained that this is a
question that should be addressed to the Board of Education or the Superintendent. Mr. Marin
commented that Parsippany, when he first moved here over 12 years ago, was affordable, but it
is getting less affordable. If the Council wants to do something to make Parsippany affordable, it
should institute rent control, noting that his rent has increased $140 per month for the last four
years.

David Kaplan, 263 Intervale Road, implored the Council to keep an open mind when
reviewing the School Budget, understanding that the School System already took a $6 million
hit. He asked that the Council not cut much more than what has already been cut; the impact has
already been significant.
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George Piegaro, 2467 Route 10, felt that no one on the Council wants to take anything away
from the children. He indicated that he is sympathetic to the plight of the schools, but feels
administrative cuts can be made. He asked that the Council be prudent, but keep in mind those
residents who are living on fixed incomes.

Judy Mayer, 4 Pinetree Place, felt that several members of the Council appear to have hostility
towards the Board and, as a result, will make whatever cuts can be made. She felt that
Parsippany cannot be held responsible for what is going on in the State and that teachers cannot
be held responsible for what is going on in Parsippany. Mr. dePierro explained that everyone is
being asked to make sacrifices. Ms. Mayer responded that teachers have sacrificed. Discussion
ensued relative to teachers’ contracts. Mr. dePierro indicated that no one is “bashing teachers;”
it is the contract negotiations that are of concern.

Jennifer Roth, 16 Ridgewood Avenue, commented that she doesn’t understand why the school
budget is voted upon, while the municipal budget is not. She felt sure that the public would have
voted down the municipal budget as well because the public does not want taxes to increase.
The Mayor and Council care about its employees and the services provided to its residents; the
same holds true for the School Board, which already cut $12.4 million with the $6 million and
the surplus. She questioned if the School Board should have aimed higher, knowing that the
budget would probably be defeated in any case, which would have left more room for the cuts to
be made by the Council. She pointed out that a lot of people voted for the budget and the
Council should also listen to these voters.

Roy Messmer, 10 Drumlin Drive, felt that the public should know that last year Township
employees only received 2% raises; this year they are getting no raises. Additionally, the
Township’s Business Administrator makes $114,000; the Business Administrator for the School
Board makes $176,000. He continued to note his concerns about costs related to the Board of
Education.

Susy Golderer, 187 Vail Road, voiced her opinion that what is happening today is very good
for the State of New Jersey and the Township of Parsippany, explaining that, because we are
having to make tough choices, we are actually looking at what we are doing. For years, we have
not been paying attention to how much we pay people and what we do for people. We have just
been increasing budgets every year, saying we are doing so “for the children.” Yet, the children
haven’t received a different type of education. Ms. Golderer explained that she has always
worked in the private sector and has a hard time understanding pensions or guarantees. She
commented that “we will survive whatever happens.”

Rosemary Kells, 50 Springfield Drive, reminded Council Members that, as elected officials,
they should be expressing “public opinions,” not “personal opinions.” They should not have
personal vendettas against the Board of Education. She understands cuts need to be made, but
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she felt the Board did a good job trying to make the cuts. She doesn’t want any additional cuts to
affect the kids, such as the elimination of full-day kindergarten and middle school sports. She
reminded the Council Members to be professional in their opinions.

Mr. dePierro commented that he has no personal vendetta against the Board, but is just frustrated
because the Council has a mandate to cut something, but he doesn’t want to see kids’ programs
get cut, custodial service privatized, or a change to half-day kindergarten. It gets frustrating to
try to do the right thing and to even identify what the right thing is.

Pat Petaccia, 182 Hawkins Avenue, stated that, as an individual who has attended Council and
Board of Education meetings for the last 6½ years, she is well aware what goes on in the School
District. She understands that when schools are good, property values rise, but homes are also
being foreclosed and people are losing jobs. This, as well as those taxpayers with no children in
the school system and senior citizens who already put their children through school, must be
taken into consideration. She would like to retire and live on her income and not have to worry
about other people’s children. Athletics are important, but we have recreational associations
which we pay for out of our town dollars. She explained that she is upset because the only group
that showed an interest in making concessions was the custodians, not the teachers or
administrators. She was also upset that the Council hired an auditor again this year to review the
school budget who will only confirm that, for the items and services listed, the money is okay.
There must be cuts. She reminded the Council that the School Budget was defeated by 352
votes. The middle class, private sector can no longer afford to continue to pay for outlandish and
outrageous contracts.

Jerry Manning, 3 Oakdale Drive, asked where is the money going. We give the School Board
the money “for the children” and someone is “stealing” it. He indicated that he does not have a
problem with the teachers; he has a problem with the union, all unions. We have neighboring
school districts who have agreed to pay freezes and they are not having problems with their
contracts. However, the union in Parsippany decided to fire half the teachers rather than take a
pay freeze. He questioned if this is what unions are supposed to do for their members. He
doesn’t think so. He noted that senior citizens didn’t receive cost of living increases, yet teachers
want 4½%. He asked where do seniors get this 4½% to pay teachers, noting that teachers’
salaries in Parsippany range from $50,000 to $100,000. Mr. Manning expressed his view that
this situation should not have come to the Township Council in the first place. The Council is
not going to do anything; there is nothing they can do. Concerned citizens should have been at
the School Board meetings screaming at the School Board members and harping on the teachers
who have refused to “jump in and help.”

Seeing no one else come forward to speak, Council President Grossi closed the public
portion of the meeting.

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF PARSIPPANY-TROY HILLS
AUTHORIZING SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

WITH PUBLIC SERVICE ELECTRIC & GAS COMPANY

WHEREAS, on January 12, 2009, Public Service Electric and Gas Company ("PSE&G” or "the
Company") submitted a Petition with the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities ("BPU") for a
determination under N.J.S.A. 40:55D-19 that a proposed 500 kv Susquehanna-Roseland transmission
system upgrade project ("the Project") is reasonably necessary for the service, convenience or welfare of
the public; and

WHEREAS, the Township was one of sixteen municipalities through which this existing
transmission line runs; and

WHEREAS, the Township, concerned about the impact of the proposed PSE&G plan on the
community, vigorously and formally opposed the plan by joining with a group of seven of the sixteen
impacted communities and various community groups to intervene in the Petition before the BPU; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Parsippany-Troy Hills rejected the settlement offers and overtures
of PSE&G during the course of the Petition hearings opting instead to carry the fight through to a final
determination of the BPU; and

WHEREAS, despite the significant effort of the Intervening communities, including Parsippany-
Troy Hills, over the course of discovery, numerous hearing dates and after the testimony and cross
examination of numerous witnesses, the PSE&G Petition was approved by the New Jersey Board of
Public Utilities ("BPU") on February 11, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the prospects of success on appeal are exceedingly slim given a variety of factors,
including, but not limited to the voluminous record before the BPU, the wide discretion afforded the BPU
in determinations of this matter, and the lack of any significant error or omission by the BPU; and

WHEREAS, after the decision by the BPU, the Township was able to negotiate a significant
settlement with PSE&G; and

WHEREAS, this settlement contains significant concessions and financial contributions by
PSE&G in a effort to ensure the health, safety and welfare of the community as a result of this project;
and

WHEREAS, the settlement closely approximates what PSE&G was offering prior to the decision
by the BPU; and
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WHEREAS, the Township shall receive significant funds under the settlement to provide for the
health and safety of its communities and to mitigate against the effects of the project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, as follows, that:

1. The Township Council hereby authorizes the Settlement Agreement by and between the
Township and PSE&G; and

2. The Township Council hereby authorizes the Mayor, Business Administrator, and/or
Township Clerk to execute and deliver the Settlement Agreement to PSE&G.

ORDINANCE NO.: 2010:11

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the
preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 0.0% unless
authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to
certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by
ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5%
percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Council of the Township of Parsippany-Troy Hills in the County of
Morris finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2010 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous
year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Council hereby determines that a 3.5 % increase in the budget for
said year, amounting to $1,605,842.02 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise
permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove
that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation
in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of the Township of
Parsippany-Troy Hills in the County of Morris, a majority of the full authorized membership of this
governing body affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2010 budget year, the final appropriations of the
Township of Parsippany shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased
by 3.5 %, amounting to $ 1,605,842.02, and that the CY 2010 municipal budget for the Township of
Parsippany be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any amount authorized herein above that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of
the next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed
with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the
recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption
